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NOTAS PARA DOCENTES - Orientaciones didacticas para el uso de Planes de Aprendizaje

Estas breves orientaciones tienen como objetivo guiar y acompanar a los docentes de nivel secundario en el
usoy la elaboracién de los planes de aprendizaje, que son recursos claves del Programa.

PRINCIPALES CARACTERISTICAS DE LOS PLANES DE APRENDIZAJES (P.A.)

Estan destinados a los estudiantes

Abarcan desde un nivel Pre Al hasta el nivel B2 del Marco Comun Europeo de Referencia de las
Lenguas (MCERL). Se espera que los estudiantes avancen un nivel por afio académico segun sus
puntos de partida.

(A1, A2.1, A2.2,B1.1 B1.2, B2.1, B2.2) y avancen segun sus puntos de partida. El nivel Pre-Al esta
destinado a estudiantes que no pueden acreditar un nivel elemental de Al, ya sea porque en la escuela
primaria estudiaron otra lengua adicional, porque provienen de otras jurisdicciones u otros motivos. Se
sugiere ofrecer las oportunidades necesarias para que, en un plazo maximo de dos bimestres, puedan
iniciar el primer nivel (Al).

Al comenzar cada PA encontraran una barra de progreso con el calendario sugerido de cada Plan.

Son modélicos, es decir que los docentes pueden usarlos tal como se presentan o hacer los ajustes
pertinentes. Sin embargo los 20 planes tienen un hilo conductor y progresivo en términos de los
contenidos y capacidades que se esperan que desarrollen y aprendan a lo largo de los 5 afos del
nivel secundario.

Cada plan esta pensado para ser realizado en 1 bimestre de modalidad comun. Las escuelas
intensificadas y bilinglies, en cambio, necesitaran hacer uso de dos planes por bimestre. En ese caso,
los ajustes docentes seran clave para no saturar a los estudiantes con sobrecarga de trabajo y
aprendizaje.

Requieren de la intervencién y el acompafnamiento permanentes de los docentes.

Incluyen la informacion sintética de lo que los estudiantes necesitan saber respecto de lo que van a
aprender y se espera que logren en el desarrollo del Plan.

Explicitan la tarea final que sera siempre la produccion de un género textual oral y/o escrito que haya
sido trabajado, deconstruido y reconstruido por los estudiantes a través de distintas actividades
planteadas.

Detallan las tareas previas o intermedias que favoreceran la realizacion de la tarea final.

Contemplan la co y la auto evaluacién de las capacidades y saberes prioritarios del P.A.

Propician que todos los estudiantes aprendan y desarrollen las distintas capacidades especificas de la
LA.

Contemplan el trabajo individual, en pares y grupal en actividades significativas y de alta autenticidad
para promover interdependencia positiva y autonomia.
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Cada etapa (Punto de partida, Indagacion, Produccion, Evaluacion) de los P.A. se construye
sobre la anterior. Es decir, no son independientes sino que conforman un todo para que los
estudiantes logren los objetivos de aprendizaje planteados.

Todos los planes se elaboraron partiendo de los siguientes principios pedagogicos:
-> DESARROLLO DE CAPACIDADESDELALA

Desde esta perspectiva, aprender una lengua adicional implica desarrollar la capacidad de
comprender, producir, interactuar y mediar textos en situaciones comunicativas concretas. Tal como
plantea el Marco Comun Europeo de Referencia para las Lenguas, la competencia comunicativa se
manifiesta en la accidon, cuando los sujetos movilizan recursos linglisticos, cognitivos y
socioculturales para resolver tareas con un propoésito determinado. En consecuencia, la ensenanza
ya no se organiza en torno a secuencias de contenidos gramaticales o léxicos aislados, sino
alrededor de practicas discursivas situadas.

> ENFOQUE A PARTIR DE GENEROS TEXTUALES

Los PA trabajan sobre unrico repertorio de géneros textuales, sin embargo, en cada uno se hara foco
sobre un género en particular, que se ird desarrollando y trabajando para que sea abordado como
tarea final y pueda dar cuenta de lo aprendido. Algunos géneros se trabajan desde la comprensiony
otros desde la produccion, segun su complejidad y segun el nivel de los estudiantes. Por ultimo, el
género textual trabajado en el PA se ve desarrollado en la etapa de indagacion, en la evaluacion y en el
trabajo final.

-> ENFOQUE BASADO EN TAREAS

La planificacion de la ensenanza implica comenzar por definir qué tarea final de produccion se le
pedird a los estudiantes (elaboracion de una invitacion, un vlog, un folleto, etc). Las tareas intermedias
planteadas, por su parte, favorecen la resolucion de la tarea final es decir que se ira construyendo el
camino que les facilitara a los estudiantes poder llevar adelante |a tarea final propuesta que sera mas
autonoma y donde pondran en juego las contenidos, las estrategias y las capacidades desarrolladas a
lo largo del plan.

> DIVERSIFICACION

Todos los estudiantes trabajan sobre las mismas capacidades y propoésitos comunicativos, pero
cuentan con diferentes apoyos para hacerlo posible. En este sentido, diversificar no implica
fragmentar los objetivos ni individualizar la ensefnanza, sino anticipar la diversidad desde la
planificacion, incorporando andamiajes, modelos, consignas graduadas, apoyos visuales y
linglisticos, y multiples puntos de entrada a las tareas.

- MEDIACION SITUADA

A diferencia de la diversificacion que anticipa desde la planificacion multiples accesos a los
aprendizajes esperados, la mediacion ocurre durante la ensefianza y orienta decisiones pedagogicas
en funcién de las necesidades de los estudiantes en tiempo real.

Algunas notas respecto de las secciones de los P.A.

Se recomienda la lectura de los planes (sus etapas y secciones) junto con los y las estudiantes al comienzo
de cada plan, en especial la tarea final, la etapa de “Evaluacion” y la seccion de “Objetivos”. Con el
proposito de fomentar que los y las estudiantes sean participes activos de su proceso de aprendizaje y
evaluacion, se sugiere abordar estas instancias de manera conjunta antes de comenzar a avanzar sobre el
plan. Una estrategia posible es realizar una lectura “hacia atras” (backwards), comenzando por la tarea final
y los criterios de evaluacién, para que los estudiantes puedan visualizar desde el inicio el propésito del
trabajo, comprender el sentido de las distintas etapas del plan e identificar con mayor claridad el punto de
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partida y el punto de llegada. De este modo, podran tomar decisiones a lo largo del proceso de trabajo en
cada etapa.

ETAPAS EN LOS P.A.

Punto de Partida

En esta etapa se recuperan los saberes previos de los estudiantes y se los convoca a conocer el gje
tematico del Plan de Aprendizaje. Se brindan orientaciones sobre los contenidos linglisticos a desarrollar, se
presenta el vocabulario necesario para llevar adelante la lectura de textos y para que puedan incorporarlos a
sus producciones y desarrollo de ideas.

Indagacion

En esta etapa, se busca que los estudiantes comiencen a establecer conexiones entre sus conocimientos
previos y los nuevos contenidos que van abordando. El propdsito es que logren darle sentido a los temas de
estudio y que se conviertan en agentes activos en la construccion de su propio conocimiento. Se les guiara
para que consulten diversas fuentes de informacion y utilicen herramientas de pensamiento que les
permitan comprender y comunicar lo investigado con sus propias palabras, de diversas maneras y en
diferentes formatos.

Produccion

Esta fase esta orientada a que los estudiantes pongan en practica lo aprendido durante la indagacion. Aqui,
aplicaran los conocimientos, capacidades y estrategias que han desarrollado en las etapas anteriores. En
esta instancia se espera que, a través de la creacion de un producto tangible, demuestren su comprension
del temay la capacidad de utilizarlo en contextos diferentes. Se promueve una resolucion creativa que toma
como base la indagacién anterior.

Evaluacion

Finalmente, en la ultima etapa se espera que los estudiantes integren y relacionen todos los conocimientos
adquiridos. Es una fase clave porque favorece la comprension profunda y completa de los temas abordados,
conectandolos con la vida cotidiana y reflexionando sobre el propio proceso de aprendizaje. El objetivo es
que, al finalizar esta etapa, los estudiantes no solo hayan aprendido los contenidos, sino que también
puedan ver como se vinculan con su realidad diaria y poner en juego las capacidades que han tenido
oportunidad de desarrollar. Se considerara el avance continuo y los progresos de cada estudiante como
herramienta de valoracion de su desempeno.

Las grillas de co y auto evaluacion deberan ser realizadas con la orientacion del docente para guiarlos en el
logro de sus aprendizajes y de aquello que aun necesitan consolidar. Tanto la co-evaluacion como la
autoevaluacion proponen una instancia de honesta reflexion y revision del desempefo.

Se sugiere que los docentes incluyan instancias de evaluacion en distintos momentos del desarrollo del plan
que brindaran informacién acerca de los logros de sus estudiantes y orientaran futuras decisiones sobre la
planificacion y la ensefanza.

ALO LARGO DEL PA ENCONTRARAN
Actividades de recepcion, expresion, mediacion e interaccion

El MCERL (CEFR) estructura las competencias linglisticas en cuatro actividades clave: recepcion
(comprension oral/lectora), produccion (expresion oral/escrita), interaccion (dialogo social) y mediacion
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(facilitar la comunicacion o comprension). Estas actividades no son aisladas ni estan fragmentados sino que
responden a un hilo conductor que va llevando a los estudiantes a logros progresivos de cada capacidad a
desarrollar. Ademas, promueven el uso activo, colaborativo e intercultural del idioma, enfocandose en el
"saber hacer" del usuario. Apuntan al desarrollo del estudiante como “agente social” para facilitar la
comunicacion, crear puentes y reconstruir significados entre personas o textos.

Es importante brindar oportunidades varias que incluyan los cuatro modos de comunicacion. En referencia a
la mediacion y la interaccion, esas actividades incluyen la mediacion de textos (resumir, traducir), de
conceptos (facilitar colaboracion) y de comunicacion (mediar en situaciones de desacuerdos o de
comprension parcial). Por su parte, por medio de actividades de interaccion se busca enfatizar el uso social
del lenguaje, requiriendo al menos dos personas para coproducir significados, como dialogos, debates o
correspondencia.

Tanto en mediacidn como en interaccion se piensa en el rol de los estudiantes como mediadores y
facilitadores, no s6lo al docente. Esto puede observarse en los planes “The London Challenge” de Pre Aly
“Dressing Up” de A2.1 que se ven a continuacion:

Cuadros con capacidades y estrategias de CLy CO

Algunos plantean capacidades de Comprension oral y de Comprension lectora que se esperan desarrollary
otras ofrecen tips (cuadros en color naranja) y estrategias (cuadros en color azul) para abordar los textos de
manera sistematica, es decir que deben ser ensenadas.

Se espera que a medida que se avance con los PA, la complejidad de dichas estrategias se profundice
mientras que los y las estudiantes puedan consolidar las estrategias para recontextualizarlas a variados
géneros y actividades.

Estos ejemplos pertenecen al Plan de Aprendizaje “Fictional Houses - Nivel A1”. Es por eso que se
encuentran enla L1 de los estudiantes.
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We are going to learn about houses that are not usual to see. They are strange and funny!

TIP: Activar conocimientos previos ANTES DE LEER

Antes de leer el articulo, pensa: ;Qué hace que una casa sea “extrafa”? ;Qué casas raras
viste antes en clase? ¢ Se parecen esas casas a tu casa? Sio No Deci unacosa que sea
diferente o extrafia en esas casas.

Read this ARTICLE about Weird and Wacky Houses around the World.

SKILL: Identificar ideas principales MIENTRAS LEES

Cuando leas, buseca: ;De qué trata cada casa? ;Qué caracteristicas se repiten? (forma,
materiales, tamano)

Tip: Subrayar palabras clave

Marca: partes de la casa, materiales, adjetivos simples (big, small, funny, strange). Esto te ayuda
a entender de qué habla el texto y recordar lo mas importante.

Reflexion Metalingliistica y Metacognitiva (Thinking Routines)

Los PA cuentan con instancias valiosas de reflexiéon sobre el propio aprendizaje. Estas instancias se
encuentran bajo los titulos “Thinking Routines” o “Think-Pair-Share” o “Final Reflection”. Se recomienda no
pasar por alto estos momentos ya que colaboran y dan sentido a la construccion de su autonomia como
estudiantes. De hecho, el acompanamiento del docente en esta instancia es clave para aprender a
reflexionar y argumentar sobre lo que aprendieron y lo que necesitan aprender aun. Estas actividades
apuntan a la reflexiéon sobre su propio recorrido y aprendizajes alcanzados.

No obstante, su implementacion puede adaptarse segun la carga horaria disponible y el
criterio docente.

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Hacer una breve presentacion oral basada en tu poster.
Interaccion

Mantener un intercambio con palabras simples y expresiones no verbales, invitando a otros/as a
hablar, en conversaciones sencillas.
Indicar que no entendés con palabras/signos sencillos, con la entonacion y con gestos.

Mediacion
Colaborar entre pares para la busqueda de informacion y para la mejora de sus producciones.
Monitorear y mejorar tu comunicacion a partir de la reflexion metalinglistica, metacognitiva e
intercultural.
Utilizar los recursos a tu disposicion para comunicarte oralmente y por escrito, utilizando estrategias
de compensacion
Ayudar a tus companeros a encontrar informacion y practicar sus presentaciones.
