Centaur, the Horse-man
Centaurs are half-human, half-horse creatures. They have the body of a 

horse, and the torso, head and arms of a man. Chiron is the name of a popular 
centaur. The majority of centaurs are wild, but Chiron is different. He is modest 
and civilised. He is also famous for his medicinal skills and teaching abilities.

Cyclopes, the One-eyed Giants
Cyclopes are enormous and very strong creatures. They have got one big 

eye in the middle of their foreheads**. Originally, there were three Cyclopes: 
Arges, Steropes, and Brontes. They were all very good blacksmiths***.

The Gorgons
The Gorgons are three 

famous and scary monsters 
with ugly faces and snakes 
for hair. They are the 
daughters of Echidna and 
Typhon, the mother and 
father of all monsters. 
Medusa is the most famous 
daughter.

The Sirens
The Sirens are mythical creatures. They sing beautifully and they can attract 

the attention of sailors travelling in the sea. When sailors listen to the songs 
of sirens, they die. Sirens have the appearance of a woman and a bird. Some 
sirens are similar to mermaids, with long fish’s tails.

Sleeping is very important for our physical and mental health*. When we 
sleep, we close our eyes and stay quiet for a long time. 

Fish can’t close their eyes because they don’t have eyelids**. But all fish 
sleep. Yes! Fish sleep with their eyes open! Some fish sleep during the day 
and wake up at night. Other fish sleep at night and are awake through the 
day.

How do Fish Know when it’s Bedtime?
In general, when fish sleep they don’t move. They usually stay at the 
bottom or near the surface of the water. Fish have an internal clock that 
tells them when they need to sleep or eat.

Some sharks never stop swimming. When these sharks sleep, one part of 
their brains*** is active and the other part “sleeps”. Dolphins sleep in this way. 

Do Fish Dream?
Scientists don’t have the answer to that question. Some biologists are 
observing octopuses and different types of fish while they sleep to answer 
that question.
